Concrete cannot 
be poured and allowed to set for the 
courts except at certain times of the 
year.  April/May is one of those 
times and then again in the fall - 
right around our busy time.  So we 
are not only hoping GVR allocates 
the funds for repairs but gets the 
work started this spring so the 

courts will be ready for the busy 
fall season. 
We started the 50/50 aka split the 
pot tickets at the potlucks this 
year.  A big thank you to John 
Hadley for “hawking tickets” for 
us.  His efforts have brought in 
over $500, which will be used to 
heat the West Center Ramada.  
GVR is putting in gas heaters in 
the ceiling with timers and the 
tennis club will pay for the pro-
pane.   
Were you aware that the tennis 
club has 2 ball machines?  Well, 
we do and I want to thank Glenn 
Smith for keeping these ball ma-
chines working. Glenn volunteers 
his time to do this for us.

HOW DO I GET INVOLVED IN TENNIS IF  I ’M NEW? 
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There are a number of ways to 
meet other tennis players and 
get involved in Green Valley 
tennis. The first place to look 
for information on what’s 
happening in tennis is to go to 
the West Center tennis courts 
and check the information on 
the bulletin boards. Although 
the West Tennis Center is just 
one of the tennis facilities 
throughout the community; it 
is the “hub” for tennis infor-
mation. Another place to get 
information without leaving 
your house is our website at 
www.gvtennis.com, also ac-
cessed through 

www.gvrec.org. The website 
has the latest happenings 
along with other Club infor-
mation. Also, be sure to in-
clude your email address on 
the membership form so you 
will be notified of up-coming 
Tennis Club events. 
The East Center tennis 
courts have a round robin 
every morning from ap-
proximately 7:00 a.m. to 
noon, Monday thru Satur-
day. You can show up at 
any time, add your name to 
the list of people waiting to 
play, and they will work you 
into the rotation. The round 

robin is for both men and 
women.  
There is a Saturday mixer 
from noon until 2:00 p.m. 
both the West Center and the 
Desert Hills tennis courts. 
You do not need a partner to 
play in the mixer as the coor-
dinators will assign partners 
and courts. Show up at the 
tennis courts by 11:45 a.m. 
on the day of mixer to sign-in 
.  
The Tennis Club sponsors a 
clinic every Monday and 
Wednesday from 2 P.M. - 4 
P.M. at Desert Hills tennis 
courts. This is a drop in activ-

uled time slot.  
 
If more than one group 
is ready to sign in for an 
open slot at that time, a 
racquet spin or coin flip 
should be used to deter-
mine which group signs 
in and uses that 1 and 

The courtside sign-in 
sheets for any day will 
show all reservations that 
exist for that day at that 
site. Open time slots are 
available on first-come-
first-served basis, and may 
be taken no earlier than 10 
minutes before the sched-

½ hour slot. 
 
Play is limited morning 
and afternoon to hour 
and 30 minutes if some-
one is waiting to use 
the court.

A ball machine user must sign in 
with their start time on the regular 
GVR sign-in sheet for Court #2, 
regardless if they have made ad-
vanced reservations. 
Advanced reservations for the ma-
chine shall be by the hour, on the 
hour, for one hour increments. 
 Members using the ball machine 
have priority use of LC Court #2 if 
they either have signed up in ad-
vance, as above, or signed in on 
Court #2 no sooner than 10 min-
utes before the hour and before a 
competing group is signed in and 
fully assembled. If the competing 

The Tennis Club ball machine is per-
manently housed at Las Campanas 
and is used on Court # 2. Members 
wanting to use the machine are al-
lowed to reserve it and Court #2, up 
to one week in advance by signing 
up on the ball machine reservation 
form on a clip board at Las Cam-
panas tennis/racquet ball Ramada. 
This rule is the same as that used in 
our current Tennis Court Reserva-
tion System. Only one future (active) 
reservation per member per week at 
a time is allowed.   
There is no sign up at West Center. 
The ball machine can be used at Las 
Campanas on Court # 2 at the fol-
lowing times: 12:00 P.M. to 6:00 
P.M. Monday – Saturday provided 
the courts have not been reserved by 
the monitor at the West Center and 

group arrives at the same time as the 
ball machine user, with no reserva-
tions, the spin of a racquet will de-
cide who gets the court. 
 A ball machine reservation for court 
#2 is considered forfeited if not in 
use by 10 minutes after the reserva-
tion start time. 
 Other players/groups wishing to use 
LC Court #2 during the Ball Ma-
chine hours as stated above must 
check the advance registration form 
for the ball machine to assure Court 
#2 is available.  If there are no ad-
vance conflicting reservations for the 
ball machine, and a group starts play, 
they are allowed the full 1 ½ court 
time allowed for regular tennis.

Great News for all Green Valley Tennis Players!!! 
The tennis facilities in 
Green Valley have an ex-
cellent opportunity in 2010 
to receive funding from 
GVR to improve some of 
our tennis courts (for ex-
ample, resurfacing, fenc-
ing, etc.). This money is 
restricted to this kind of 
rehabilitation of the courts, 
and is not for use for build-
ing new courts. In addition 
to these funds budgeted for 
2010, GVR may have addi-
tional money available in 
2011 for repairs to addi-
tional tennis courts. (This is 
a wish list of projects for 
GVR, which have not yet 
been included in any final 
budget). To garner these 
funds, it will be important 
for the Tennis Club, and 
other tennis players, to 
demonstrate our willing-

ness to participate in these 
improvements, as well as 
to show the solidarity and 
dedication of the tennis 
community to improving 
and keeping our courts in 
top condition. 
 Toward this end, we are 
proposing a 2010 fundrais-
ing project similar to our 
fundraising efforts when we 
built the new Ramada at 
West Center, although a 
much smaller scale. Many 
volunteers will contact 
each of our members, as 
well as other tennis play-
ers, to elicit their contribu-
tions to this fund. 
 The money we raise will 
be for specific amenities on 
our facilities and not for the 
basic construction of the 
courts such as concrete, 
etc. At our recent potluck 

dinner a list of items for the 
courts was developed and 
they are shown on the 
separate sheet accompa-
nying this letter. 
The costs of these items 
may well accumulate to 
more than $20,000 and our 
hope is that each contribu-
tor could give an average 
of $50 per person. How-
ever, each person will need 
to decide for themselves 
what they are able to con-
tribute; all contributions will 
be graciously welcomed.  
The more money we raise, 
the more amenities we can 
provide for our courts. 

 We sincerely believe that 
the tennis community has 
an unprecedented opportu-
nity to vastly improve our 
facilities. The GVR board is 
aware of the great need to 

improve our courts and is 
willing to invest for the fu-
ture of GVR and tennis.  
We will plan to pack the 
March 16 GVR Board 
meeting with tennis players 
to emphasize the necessity 
of these improvements, as 
they prepare to vote for the 
project.  This is a wonderful 
“win/win” situation, since 
we will get to enjoy any 
amenities that we are able 
to add to our courts, plus, 
GVR will get the message 
about our dedication to 
contributing to the quality 
of our courts! 

 We urge you to get behind 
this project and help all you 
can!
